Andrew shot to prominence in 1997 wi th his incredible impersonation 
of Sam Newman. The unemployed 19 year old from Benal la became 
an instant hit with his uncanny take off of the much publicized Footy 
Show identi ty. 
 
Appearing 5 more times that year on the show, Andrew’s path in the 
industry was well  and truly kick started by his new found exposure. 
 
In January of 1998 a bidding war for his services between Channel  9©s 
The Footy Show, and Channel  7©s newly formed al ternative, L ive and 
Kicking  took place. Andrew jumped across to Channel   7 on a two 
year deal  under the guidance of former  Footy Show Executive 
Producer, Harvey Silver. However, Live and Kicking was axed after 
i ts fi rst two years and Andrew was left to concentrate on his speaking 
engagements for corporate groups and sportsman’ s nights.  
 
In 2000 and 2001, Andrew spent his time honing his craft to develop 
a routine that would be keenly sought after.   
 
By 2003, Andrew was a much sought after speaker, word was quickly 
spreading about his new characters that moved out of the football ing 
scene and into the cricket, wi th Richie Benaud, Tony Grieg and even 
Si r Donald Bradman his latest victims.  
 
The famous Working Dog Productions of The Panel   and The Castle 
fame, hi red Andrew©s services for Glenn Robbins "Russel Coight 
Celebri ty Chal lenge"  telemovie in 2004, which ul timately led to 3 
guest appearances on The Panel  that year. 2005 and 2006 become a 
hectic couple of years for Andrew with many speaking engagements. 
A l though the man of many voices was in high demand, his show was 
growing from strength to strength.  
 
Whether he is attacking the umpires as Sam Newman, justi fying his 
coaching abi li ty as Gary Ayres, rating his own top 50 as Mike 
Sheahan, or mesmerizing you wi th statistical  bri ll iance as Bruce 
McAvaney, there is no doubt Andrew wi ll  leave you in stitches wi th 
his impersonations of our country’ s media personali ties! 
 
If you are after a more tailored performance, Andrew is more than 
capable of adapting his routine to suit your function.  
 
On June the 12th, 2007, it wil l be 10 years since Startin’s Sam 
Newman impersonation on the Footy Show, not bad for a kid that was 
unemployed a decade ago. 
  
Come along and see Sam Newman, Dennis Cometti , Bruce 
McAvaney, Mike Sheahan, Ian Thorpe, Tony Greig, Richie Benaud, 
Gary Ayres and even Si r Donald Bradman they are al l  at your 
function as one!  

Doug ‘The Hawk’  Hawkins is a former Aussie Rules footballer 
and current media personality. 
 
Born in May 1960, Doug hailed from Braybrook in the working 
class western suburbs of Melbourne. This definitely shaped his 
career on the football field and in the media. Proud to be from a 
blue collar area, he took the hardworking qualities and toughness 
into everything he did in life.  
 
He began his VFL career at the Footscray Football Club in 1978 
as a teenager. Over his career the nuggety Hawk was to star in 
his position on the wing. He quickly became known as the best  
winger in the league. The Footscray Bulldogs’  home ground at 
Western Oval soon named one of the wings after him – ‘ The 
Doug Hawkins Wing’ . 
 
In 1994, Hawkins broke Ted Whitten Snr.’ s long standing club 
record for the bulldogs of 321 games. Hawkins went on to play 
329 games for the doggies before moving to Fitzroy Football 
Club to finish his career in 1995. He played the one season for 
the Lions before retiring from football altogether.  
 
Not only was he a legend and favourite son for the 
Footscray/Western Bulldogs but he was also a great ambassador 
for Victoria. Well loved by footy fans from all walks of l i fe it  
was no surprise Hawkins slipped easily into the media. Regular 
appearances on The Footy Show and Fox Footy kept him in the 
public eye. His straight forward, no fuss, honest opinions on the 
game make him one of the most sort out experts of Aussie Rules. 
 
But it is sti l l  his playing career that makes ‘ the hawk’  an Aussie 
icon. He played a total of 350 senior matches, kicking 227 goals, 
and was named in the doggies’ team of the century. He was an 
All Australian on two occasions, club best and fairest, club 
leading goal kicker in ’ 91 and club captain for three years. A true 
Victorian champion!  



 

Initially told he was not good enough for league football, Tony 
Shaw more than silenced the critics.In a career that spanned 
eighteen seasons Shaw played more games than any other 
Collingwood player in history, won two Best & Fairests, 
captained Collingwood©s famous 1990 Premiership side and 
won the Norm Smith Medal. 
 
Shaw retired at  the end of the 1994 season and took on an 
assistant coaching role with the Magpies under then coach 
Leigh Matthews.At the end of 1995 M atthews resigned and 
Tony Shaw was given the chance to coach 
Collingwood.Despite an inexperienced playing list, Shaw 
distinguished himself with his innovative coaching and his 
abil ity to get the best of out of younger players. 
 
 After four seasons at the helm Shaw stepped down as coach 
and is now pursuing a career in the media. Shaw is one of the 
more respected AFL special comments providers, delivering 
his insights on 3AW for several seasons.He has also been an 
integral member of Fox Footy Channel through his work 
alongside fellow l egends Doug Hawkins, Bob Davis and 
Kevin Bartlett on Grumpy Old Men.

Tenacious, fleet of foot, and highly skil led, Dale 
Weightman©s 1985 Tassie Medal was fitting reward for a 
player whose performances in a ©Big V© jumper were 
seldom other than exemplary.  During a time when his 
club, Richmond, was suffering something of an 
ignominious decline, Weightman appeared increasingly 
to regard interstate fixtures as being effectively 
equivalent to finals football, and he approached games 
against Western Australia and South Australia with the 
same intensity, pride and determination as he had the 
1980 VFL grand final against Collingwood.  
 
Always a highly effective and eye catching interstate 
performer, Weightman - known popularly as ©the Flea© - 
was at his peak in 1985, a season which saw Victoria re-
establish its pre-eminence in the interstate arena after 
several seasons playing second - or even third - fiddle.  
Given a proverbial armchai r ride by the consummate 
supremacy in the ruck of his Richmond team mate Mark 
Lee, Weightman cut both South Australia and Western 
Australia to ribbons in successive near best afield 
performances. 

Dale Weightman©s achievements as a player, which 
include triple All Australian selection and two 
Richmond best and fairest awards  in addition to his 
Tassie Medal, are all the more remarkabl e when you 
consider that he suffered from diabetes - not that anyone 
watching him play with such energy, verve, 
determination and aggression could ever possibly have 
guessed.
